The phrase "good cheer" is the "don't worry, be happy" of the bible.  The word "cheer" is a RARE WORD....in the world it is rare; and in the bible it only appears 10 times!


          Jesus used this word in 5 different situations.  The 


          Greek word here is "THAR-SE'O", which means 


          "look up" and  "be comforted"!	





* A CHEERLEADER'S JOB:


To keep the crowds encouraged even when it LOOKS as if their team is LOSING THE GAME!!!


To DISCOURAGE the opposition!!!-(Other team is nothing!)


To keep everyone's ATTENTION and convey a MESSAGE!!!


(often people go to the game just to see the cheerleaders!!!)


To make people rise to their feet to clap and sing!!!





					


(1)-THE HELPLESS WERE CHEERED-(Matt.9:1-2)


(The FEEBLE folks)


This man had to depend upon others.  His friends       could make life tolerable...but only Jesus could bring CHEER to the inward part!-(THAT'S WHERE THE PROBLEM WAS ANYWAY-SIN NEEDED FORGIVEN!!!)





(2)-THE HORRIFIED WERE CHEERED-(Matt.14:22-27)


(The FEAR-RIDDEN folks)


In this story they are not just afraid of the STORM, but they are afraid of the SON OF GOD!-(both were present at the same time!)


	Jesus was absent at the storm's onset...but he did 	show up before the boat went under!-(You're not 	going to SINK!!!)-(Finances, sickness, death, etc.)








(3)-THE HATED WERE CHEERED-(John 16:28-33)


(The FOLLOWING folks)


This was a time in the disciples' lives when everything was coming together for them...they were finally beginning to understand Christs' message.   It was the CALM before the STORM!  Right now is a time of HEALTH/ YOUTHFULLNESS, and PROSPERITY for me...and it was for Jesus and the disciples....but before the crucifixion Jesus told them ahead of time, "I HAVE OVERCOME"!





(4)-THE HELD-CAPTIVE WERE CHEERED-(Acts 23:11)(The FUTURISTIC folks)
