MOSES:  "THE GREAT I AM"...(Exo.3-13-22)


(Study -#12)


Forty years earlier, "it came into Moses' heart"-(Acts 7:23) to deliver Israel.  So we can saftley say that he had already been called of God.  Some like Jeremiah (unborn), and some like Samuel (ungrown), and some like David (unrecognized), and now Moses (unlikely) are called of God; and Moses is just now coming to realize what God has been preparing him for!!!


(Romans 13:11-12-turn).....The many years and pains of life had brought Moses to this moment; and now God signals; He waves the green flag to put the pedal to the floor and go forward!!!   When Moses makes the excuse that he doesn't know God's name God replies "IAM THAT IAM"(TOPIC)





(1)-THE EXCUSE ABOUT THE NAME-(v.13)


Moses knew about God; but it wasn't until here at the burning bush that God was revealed to him on a personal level!  *God's hand is in everyone's life from their first breath till their last....and it is HERE that God steps into HIS life personaly-(it's not Jochebed & Amram/Pharoahs Daughter)!


    Before Moses takes the first step toward Egypt he'd 


    better make sure he knows God by name!!!-(This isn't the 


    end of his excuses either!)  *Excuses do not necessarily 


    mean that your not saved, just that your SORRY!!!





(2)-THE EQUIVILENT OF HIS NAME-(v.14)


The phrase "I am that I am" is simply a way of explaining the meaning of the name "Jehovah".  The name "Jehovah" (in the original Hebrew manuscripts) appears over 6,000 times.......and in our bibles it is translated LORD or GOD.  The actual name "Jehovah" only appears in the KJV seven times!  So, it is simply a way to describe God to Israel.


      One of the greatest saints that ever lived said in 


      (1 Corinthians 15:10) "I am what I am" by the grace of 


      God, but even he couldn't say "I am that I am"!!!

















(3)-THE EXPLAINING OF THE NAME


     It means "real, perfect, unconditional, independant exhistence".   God said this (i am that i am) in a day when people worshipped thousands of other false-gods!  *God was stating by this name that he was better than all the other gods of the earth!!!


(1 Kings 18:24-"....call ye on the name of your gods (little "g") and I will call upon the name of the Lord (the "I am"), and the god that answereth by fire, let him be God (capitaliz),


        *God doesn't just say who he is, he proves it!  Jesus said "which is easier to say? Your sins be forgiven thee, or rise take up thy bed and walk?  But, that ye may know that the Son of Man hath power on earth to forgive sin (he saith to the sick of the palsy) rise, take up thy bed and walk"!!!





(4)-THE EXPANSION OF THE NAME!


     Just how far in the bible can we take that statement?  


     The "Jehovah God" of the OT is the "Jesus Christ" of 


     the NT!!!  The one reason we know that is his significant 


     association with the term "I am" in the NT.


(This will make somebody mad)  The Italicized words in your bible are words ADDED for understandability by the english translators, and are NOT found in the original manuscripts!!!  IT IS ALL THE WORD OF GOD TO THE ENGLISH SPEAKING PEOPLE (the KJV).  But for the same of explaining this I will use a few scriptural examples:
