MOSES: "A Way for the Ransomed to pass over"


(Study-#39)................................................(Exodus 14)


In spite of the excitement the day before, Israel had reached a DEAD END THAT RESULTED IN DOUBTS!!!-(Dead-ends are "THE END OF THE ROAD")-(John 14:6-"THE WAY")


Next unto the resurrection message of the bible, there is not a single miracle greater than the parting of the Red Sea!  Inspite of all that we do with water by building dams, and towers to create pressure at our sinks, "water" is a substance that is very difficult to control:  IT WANTS TO GO DOWNHILL and SEEKS THE LOWEST PLACE!  Just 6" of flowing water can displace over 1500 lbs...and just 200 ft. of water depth can create a force of 12,000 lbs/sq.ft!!!  THAT'S WHERE ISRAEL WOULD WALK WITH ZERO PRESSURE!!!


(Isaiah 51:10-"ART THOU NOT IT which hath dried the sea, the waters of the GREAT DEEP; that hath made the depths of the sea A WAY FOR THE RANSOMED TO PASS OVER?")

For those of you who don't think YOU are going to make it across...there is A WAY FOR THE RANSONED TO PASS OVER!-(the key word is "RANSOMED"..."paid for"!!!)


THE RED SEA:  It was no "puddle in the dirt"...no "marshy reed-filled branch" that they somehow stood on top of!!!  


	It was (and still is) a SEA that covers nearly 170,000 	square miles...at its deepest point it is 7,200 feet deep!  	It is surrounded by steep cliffs...and it was quite 	possibly several hundreds of feet deep where Israel 	crossed.


*Yet, in spite of its: STEEPNESS....SOGGYNESS....SIZEABLENESS, as well as the SUPERIORITY of the enemy...God would cause his people to kick up dust in the middle of an ocean!  (To dry up a SEA would only expose a path-less bottom...but God provided A WAY THERE!!!!)-God didn't take the water OUT, he left it as a WALL to test their faith!


(1)-A PATH TO THE SEA-(v.1-2)


This path at first was confusing because God had ordered Israel to Mt. Horeb, yet set them on the western side of the sea!-(are you confused...God may have put you there to show you THE WAY!)	Everyone's EYES told them, "this is the 





WRONG SIDE OF THE RED SEA"...and, "this is NOT the way to go"....but the bible says "WE WALK BY FAITH"!


(2)-A PERIL AT THE SEA-(v.3)


	Going along the seaside as God told them to was 	setting them up for danger!-(Pharoah's army would 	approach as Israel would become CORNERED and 	CONFUSED!)


Egypt would "Report Israel's Location" and "Regret Israel's Liberty"...and what would follow is a pursuit!!!


(1 Peter 5:8-"Be sober, be vigilant, because your adversary, the davil, as a roaring lion walketh about, seeking whom he may devour.")The very fact that Pharoah (after 10 plagues)    


        would 	follow is evidence of how SIN warps the mind!!!


(3)-THE PLEAS BY THE SEA-(v.9-11)


The only reason Israel prayed to God here is because they were (v.10) "sore affraid"!   Their plea with God was short lived when they caught sight of MOSES!


One has called their plea to God "a FLICKER of faith", and the plea to Moses "a FLAME of flesh"!!!


	When things don't go right in life or at church WHO 	DO YOU BLAME?-(v.11)  Instead of blaming your 	Sunday School teacher or Brian Eades you should be 	blaming the devil and the world for some things!


*When church members go bad why do people blame their    


   pastor?  Why doesn't TV, porn or liquoir get blamed?  I'll    


   tell you why...because PEOPLE PUT TOO MUCH FAITH 


   IN MEN AND NOT GOD!!!


(4)-THE PARTING OF THE SEA-(v.15-31)


WHAT CANNOT "HE" DO, WHO DID THIS???


(v.15)-"Go forward" was their marching orders...and sometimes God's commands seem to mock common sense!


(v.16)-"lifting up the rod" did 3 things:  It "confessed faith"..."certified leadership"..."confirmed the miraculous"!


(*note that it was a "rod" to part the waters, but just the "hand"-(v.27) of Moses to close them!)


	(v.29)-8 times the bible says "they walked on DRY  


         GROUND"!-(2 million people walked the hard-dry sea 	bed!)...The fact that they "walked" and didn't run with 	WALLS OF WATER ON EITHER SIDE shows they 	had FAITH!
